





#3. (CONTINUED)

Special Mamber:

Life Member: Life Members shall be members who have rendered outstanding
service to the corporation. Life membership may be conferred by a majority vote
of the Bocard of Directors, upon recommendation by the membership. They sh3'l pay
no dues and shall have all the rights and privileges of an Active Member.

Honorary Member: Honorary menbership may be conferred upon persons who have
rendered distinguished service in the field of respiratory therapy, upon recom—
mendation by the membership, and confirmation by a majorityvote of the Board of
Directors. Honorary Members shall have all rights and privileges of the
corporation except that they shall not be entitled to hold office, committee
chairmanships, or vote; and they shall be exempt from the payment of dues.

Inactive Member: A member is sligible for Inactive Membership provided he
is an Active or Associate Member in good standing when he applies fcr Inactive
status. Inactive Members shall have all the rights and privileges of the corpora-
tion except that they shall not ke entitled to hold office, caomnittee chairmanship
or vote.
